
17-16-6.5. Campaign financial disclosure in
county elections.

(1) (a) By January l, 1996, each county shall
adopt an ordinance establishing campaign ñnance
drsclosure requirements for ca¡didates for county
ornce_

(b) The ordinance shall include:
(i) a requi.ement that each candidate for county

oflice repon his iremized and toral campaign
contributions and expenditùres at least once within
the two weeks before the election and at least once
within two months afte¡ the election;

(iì) a definition of "contribution" and expendìture"
that ¡equires ¡epo¡ting of nonmonetary contributions
such as in-kind contributions and contributions of
tangible things; and

(iii) a requirement that the fìnancial repo¡ts
identify:

(A) fo¡ each contribution ofmo¡e than $50, rhe
name ofthe donor ofthe contributior and the
amount ofthe contribùtio¡; and

(B) for each expenditu¡e, the name ofthe
recipient and the amount of the expenditure.

(2) (a) Except as provided in Subsection (2)(b), if
any county fails to adopt a campaign finance
disclosure o¡dinance by January 1, 1996, candidates
for cou¡rty office shall comply with the hnancial
reporhng requiremeûts contained ìn Subsections (3)
through (6).

(b) Il afte¡ August 1, 1995, any county adopts a
campaign finance ordinance meeting the
¡equirements of Subsectior (1), that county need not
comply with the ¡equirements of Subsections (3)
through (6).

(3) (a) Except as provided in Subsection (3)(b),
and ifthere is no county ordinance meeting the
requirements ofthis section, each candidate for
elective office in any county who is not ¡equired to
sìÌbmit a campaign financial statement to the
lieutenant govemor shall file a s¡gned campaign
flnancial statement with the county clerkl

(i) seven days before the date ofthe regular
general election, reporting each cont¡ibution ofmore
than $50 and each expendìtu¡e as of l0 dâys before
the date ofthe regllar general election; and

(ii) no later than 30 days afte¡ the date ofthe
regular general election.

(b) Candìdates for communiry council offices are
exempt f¡om the requirements ofthis section.

(4) (a) The statement filed seven days befo¡e the
regular general election shall include:

(i) a list ofeach contribution ofmore than $50
received by the candidate, and the name ofthe
donor;

(ii) an aggregate total ofall cont ibutions of$50
or less received by the candidate; and

(iii) a list ofeach expenditure fo¡ political
purposes made during the campaign period, and the
recipient of each expenditure.

(b) The statement filed 30 days after the regular
general election shall include:

(i) a list of each contribution ofmore than $50
received after the cutoffdate fo¡ the stateûent filed
seven days before the election, and the name ofthe
donor;

(ii) an aggregate total of all conrributions of $50
or less ¡eceived by the candidate after the cutoff date
for the statement filed seven days before the
election; and

(iii) a list ofall expendih¡¡es for political purposes
made by the candidate after the cutoff date for the.
statement filed seven days before the election, and
the ¡ecipient of each expendihre.

(5) Candidates fo¡ elective off1ce in any county

who are eliminated at a primary election shall fìle a
signed campaign financial statement containing the
info¡mation ¡equi¡ed by this

section not later than 30 days afrer rhe primary

elecnon.
(6) Any person who fails to comply with this

section is guilty ofan infraction.
(7) Countìes may, by otdinânce, elact

requirements that:
(a) require greater disclosure ofcampaign

contribr¡tions and expenditures; and
(b) impose additional penalties.
(8) (a) lf a candidate fails to file an intenm report

dìre before the election, the county clerk shall, after
making a reasonable attempt to discover ifthe report
was timely mailed, infom the approp¡iate election
officials who:

(i) shall, ifpracticable, remove the name ofthe
candidate by blacking out the candldate's name
befo¡e the ballots are delivered ùo vote¡s; or

(ii) shall, if removing the candidate's name from
the ballot is not practicable, info¡m the voters by any
practicable method that the candidate has been
disqualified and that votes cast for the candidare will
not be counted; and

(iii) may not count any votes for that candidate.
(b) Nohvithstanding Subsection (8Xa), a

candidate is not disqualified if:
(i) the caûdidate files the ¡eports requi¡ed by this

section;
(ii) those reports are completed, detailìng

accurately and completely the info¡mation required
by this section except fo¡ inadvenent omissions or
insignifìcant errors or inaccuracies; and

(iii) those omissions, errors, or inaccuracles are
co¡rected in an amended ¡eport or in the next
scheduled repo¡t.

(c) A report is considered filed iÎ
(i) it is received ìn the counfy clerk's office no

later than 5 p.m. on the date that it ìs due;
(ii) it is received in the county clerk's office with a

U.S. Postal Se¡vice þostmark three davs or more
before the date that ¡he report was du¿ or

(rir) the candidate has proof that the report was
maile4 with appropriate postage and add¡essing,
three days before the teport was due.

(9) (a) Any private pa¡ty in inte¡est may bring a
civil action in district court to enfo¡ce the Þrovisions
ofthis section or any ordinance adopted under this
section.

(b) In a civil action filed under Subsection (9)(a),
the cor¡¡t shall awa¡d costs and att¡cmeys fees to the
pÌevalxrg paûy.

(10) Notwithstanding any provision ofTitle 63c,
Chapter 2, Govemment Reco¡ds Access anq
ManagemenL Acr. the county clerk sha¡l

(a) make each campaign finaûce statement filed
by a candidate available for public inspecrio¡Ì and
copying rlo later than one business day afte¡ the
statement is filed: and

(b) make the campaign finance statement filed by
a candidate available fo¡ public inspection by:

(i) (A) posting an elect¡onic copy o¡ the contents
of the statement on the county's rrebsite no late¡ than
seven business days after the statement is filed; a¡d

(B) veriS/ing that the address of the county's
website has been provided to the ljeutenant govemo¡
in orde¡ to ¡neet the ¡equirements of Subsection
204-11-103(5); o¡

(ii) submitting a copy of the statement to the
lieutenant govemor fo¡ posting on the rrebsite
established by the lieutenant govemor under Section
204-11-103 no late¡ than two business days after the
stâtement is filed.
